Expectations
To ensure everyone has a successful day, please make sure your child comes prepared to do/bring the following:

1. Bring materials to class every week. 
· Students will need their backpack, requested supplies, water bottle, cold lunch, and a labeled snack. Microwaves are not available for students. Unless we have sent out a notice about a severe allergy, there are no food restrictions for snack/lunches.
· Please send appropriate clothing/outdoor gear for your student(s) to be able to comfortably be outside. We plan to go outside most days. Student items need to be labeled with their name and stored in a bag separate from their backpack.

2. Be respectful, listen and follow directions.
· While in class, students are expected to be respectful in word and deed. This will be easily obtained if we respect ourselves, respect each other and respect our environment.

3. Use materials with care & clean up after myself.
· We are blessed to be able to meet in such a wonderful setting and have access to the materials and equipment that we have. Students are required to use materials appropriately and with care. When students are done with their work, they are expected to clean up their space and clean up common spaces as requested.

4. Work diligently. 
· To be diligent is to give constant effort to accomplish something; to be attentive and persistent. Students are expected to work diligently through participation to the best of their abilities. Our teachers have worked hard to prepare a great day of learning and we expect students to willingly participate.
· To encourage students to be diligent and able to focus, all electronics (cell phones, handheld gaming devices, etc.)  must be left in their backpacks during co-op. If cell phones or other devices are seen throughout the day, they will be confiscated and returned at the end of the day. 

5. Preschool students 
· Are required to be potty trained needing limited help. While we expect this, we understand that accidents happen. Please send an extra set of clothes in your child’s backpack in a labeled gallon sized ziplock bag.

Pickup/Drop-off Procedures
· Drop-off: Students can be dropped off at Bridgewood Church between 8:45 and 9:15 AM for Friendship Time in their classrooms. Please do not arrive earlier, as supervision is unavailable before this time.

· Pick-up: At 2:30 PM, follow the designated parking lot flow for the pickup line. Remain in your vehicle; do not exit while in line. Display your family's name card in the front passenger window (not on the dashboard) to ensure visibility. If you need an additional name card, email stacy@bridgewood.org. Students will be called from their classrooms and escorted out when their designated vehicle is present with the visible name card.

· Communication: To speak with a teacher or administrator, please do so before classes begin to maintain a smooth and safe dismissal process.

· Early Pick-up: If a student needs to leave before 2:30 PM, email stacy@bridgewood.org with the student's name, pickup time, and the name of the person collecting them. The coordinator will inform the respective teacher.
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Bridgewood Homeschool Co-op Policies
Tuition Refund Policy
A 75% refund is available if the Director is notified by September 30th or within three weeks of starting the co-op. After this period, refunds are not provided.

Sickness Policy
Please keep your student(s) at home if they exhibit any illness symptoms. They must be fever-free for 24 hours without medication before returning. Additionally, students experiencing vomiting or diarrhea should not attend co-op.
Cancellation Policy
All cancellations due to weather will be announced by 7:30 AM via the Band app and email. We do not reschedule days that are canceled.
· Weather Policy
If the temperature falls below -10°F or if wind chills exceed -25°F at time of start, the co-op may be canceled for that day. As a guide, the co-op director may cancel in accord with the cancellation of local public schools.
· Outdoor Activity Policy
If outdoor winter activities are scheduled, please ensure your children are dressed in appropriate winter gear (coats, gloves, snow pants, etc.). Outdoor activities will continue at the Director's discretion as long as temperatures remain above 0°F.

Behavior/Discipline Policy
As followers of Christ, we are called to do all things unto Him. At Bridgewood, we encourage each child to work diligently, collaborate, and show respect toward teachers, volunteers, and classmates.
We are honored that your family has chosen our community for academic and enrichment pursuits. Our goal is to create a Christ-centered educational experience for every child and family. Being part of this community is both a privilege and a responsibility; each member contributes to a positive and nurturing environment
Consequences for Negative Behavior 
(e.g., inappropriate language, class disruptions, mistreatment of others):
1. Verbal warning.
2. Seat change.
3. Temporary removal from class until behavior improves; parent will be contacted.
4. If disruptive behavior persists, the student will be removed from class for the day. Parents will be called to pick up the student, and a meeting will be scheduled to discuss rejoining the class the following week.
The Director reserves the right to expel students from Bridgewood programs who repeatedly disregard expectations or pose a threat to others.



Parent Requirements
Communication
We will communicate with you via email and through an app called Band. Each family will be provided a link to the Bridgewood Co-op Band App, and this will be an additional form of communication for parents and volunteers.

Volunteer Commitment
Each family is required to volunteer for three full days at the co-op. Volunteer hours are 8:45am-2:50pm. Volunteers assist in classrooms, monitor Friendship Time and lunch, and help with cleanup. Daily volunteer tasks may vary. You might be reassigned to different classes or asked to assist with stocking and cleaning. We appreciate your flexibility! An email detailing your starting assignment will be sent two days prior. 

We do not provide childcare for younger siblings; only nursing infants under one year old may accompany you. Many families arrange childcare swaps to fulfill their volunteer days. Use the Band App to network and find help for volunteer days or notify others if you cannot attend a scheduled day. If your spot is not filled, a $50 charge will apply.

You may opt out of your volunteer obligation at a rate of $50 per day, which will be used to compensate someone else for covering your responsibilities. Volunteer buyouts must be paid by March 1, 2026.

All volunteer scheduling is managed via Sign-up Genius, and the links for that will be sent out in August.



Conflict Resolution Policy
Conflict, when addressed properly, can serve a constructive purpose to improve our co-op and foster growth. In order to facilitate the constructive use of conflict, please follow these steps in accordance with Matthew 18:15 (ESV):

"If your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone. If he listens to you, you have gained your brother."

1. Direct Resolution:
Approach the person involved privately to discuss the issue and seek a resolution. Avoid gossip or unnecessarily making others a part of your disagreement, which only fosters toxicity and harms relationships within our community.

2. Director Consultation:
If you are unable to resolve the matter directly, bring your concerns to the Director for guidance and mediation.

3. Escalation to Executive Director:
If the issue remains unresolved after consulting with the Director, you may escalate your concern to the Executive Director.

Failure to follow these steps may result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the Executive Director. In all cases, the Executive Director, in consultation with the Bridgewood leadership team, has the final say in matters of conflict.



Fundraisers & Committees
Bridgewood Homeschool Co-op offers optional fundraisers throughout the year to support the needs of the co-op, benefiting both the co-op and your family. A portion of the sales will go to Bridgewood Homeschool Co-op and any additional sales will be credited toward your family's tuition for the next semester.

Some fundraisers may involve service opportunities, allowing children to actively participate in the process. We have ideas on doing a garage sale in the late spring and perhaps offering a silent auction and dessert fundraiser during the winter. Watch for more information.

Families will have the opportunity to join planning committees that will help organize and plan different events for the co-op. Some of the different events we are tentatively planning for the 2025-26 school year are the various fundraisers, a track and field day, an end of the year showcase, mom’s time get togethers, etc. Information on getting involved with the planning committees will be available in September.

Supplies
Student Supplies 
Individual Supplies that are to be brought to co-op & taken home every week:
1. Backpack (that is big enough to carry a 3 ring binder)
1. Water bottle (labeled with your child’s name)
1. Cold lunch and snack
Bridgewood Homeschool Co-op will purchase all other student and classroom supplies that will be needed. We ask that parents pay a $30 fee per family when registering their children to help cover these expenses.
